Use of Free Time/ Community and Peers

A weak bond with family increases the influence of peers. Spending a lot of time with negatively influencing
peers increases risk of delinquency. Involvement in organized activities allows youth the opportunity to form
pro-social relationships and gives them

less time to engage in delinquent behavior.

Attitudes and Skills

An adolescent’s understanding of the impact his/her delinquent behavior has on others
and motivation to change are critical in altering destructive behavior. In order to
function positively in society he/she must also learn how to monitor and regulate

behavior which includes focusing attention, controlling impulses and problem-solving.

School/ Education

Youth with poor performance at school are at greater risk for delinquency.
Intervention programs aimed at improving academic performance have shown
to decrease delinquency.
